There are honorific and informal forms in the Korean language. The honorific form is usually
used when speaking to someone who is older than the speaker. On the other hand, the
informal form (casual speech) is commonly used when speaking to someone who is younger
than the speaker. However, it is recommended that the speaker uses the honorific form when
s/he speaks to a person whom s/he meets for the first time or to a person who is not close with
the speaker. However, the casual speech form is also used when speaking to someone who is

older than but is very close to the speaker.
